A GENERAL APPROACH Recommended Schedule:
Day 1 
Writing and research. 11.00 Teams arrive at Arts Forum to pick their film title and genre from the two buckets of fate.

After a brief introduction to the 5Day challenge, a film clinic of advisers will answer any questions. The teams are left the rest of the day to plan their storyboard and shooting schedule, with the clock slowly ticking. If you have a story and want to shoot, go ahead. If you want to take your time and get the story solid, no probs.

Day 2 Rehearsal and shoot first thing. Teams should have a production meeting as early as possible,  try to get everyone there especially for the first one. The story board must have taken a shape by now. Overnight the themes running in your heads have had time to settle. Research now into location, props, music and so forth. The runner should source a good food and drink outlet. Remember if a specific team member is writing the script give them room to create and busy yourselves with your own jobs. The editor can be creating titles to be finalised later in the week.  The camera man can be location finding and possibly shooting cutaways which will be used in the editing. Like wise the sound man should make sure his recordings will record (with the sometimes limited means that are used such as onboard camera microphones.) External mics are a must for recording spoken word. Clip mikes can be bought cheaply nowadays and can add enormous value to the spoken word when filming. Being Sunday most people are not so busy, so it would be a great day to shoot major scenes. 

Day 3 Quiet everyone, sound, turn over, rolling....   action ................................ cut. 

Production meeting. The shoot should be in full swing or shot by now. Its a wrap.  The editor should be dumping down the first rushes. It’s good to capture rushes on the fly in large files its only gonna be on the computer for a week. 1 gig = 10 minutes footage approx. at 720 x 576 pixels

Day 4 Take a day off ? You wish! The edit begins, you really should have it in the can and onto the computer hard drive by now. Remember capture resolution should be dv pal - 48 khz (not ntsc). pixel rate 720 x 576 at 25 frames per second . 

Final Cut, Premiere Pro and the like are the best way to edit with. imovie is not the preferred edit software though is great for basic assemblies. Remember the finished movie is to handed in on mini dv or dvcam format

Day 5 music and titles, final outakes, retakes etc.

5pm the movie is handed in to be screened to the judges.

All films will be screened at Electric Palace on Friday 1 August at 7pm (subject to numbers) and prizes will be awarded to the best entries.

7. Material must be deemed appropriate for viewing by under 15s. For more information check BBFC guidelines for classification guidelines (www.bbfc.co.uk).  If the judges consider material to be unsuitable, the entry will be disqualified  

8. You, your cast and crew must sign a release form on return of your film acknowledging that you hold all licensing and copyright permission for the material used in your film. Failure to sign this form will mean we cannot screen it. Submitting a film grants the organiser complete, world-wide, non-exclusive rights to the finished film for screening in film festivals for promotional use and non profit events only.
